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M inster Way has 
been chosen as the 
name of the new 

southern relief road planned 
for Beverley following a 
competition in East Riding 
News. 

The road will connect the A164 
from Morrisons roundabout to 
the A1174 Hull Road near Figham 
and has been planned to reduce 
traffi c and congestion in the 
town. 

A competition was launched 
in the May edition of East Riding 
News to fi nd a suitable name 
for the road. Minster Way was 
selected from more than 150 
entries as the winning name. 

Of the seven people who chose 
Minster Way as the best name for 
the southern relief road, Thomas 
Sykes, aged eight, was chosen as 
the winner in a random draw. 

After unsuccessful attempts 
to get in touch with Thomas, he 
and his parents or carers have 
been asked to get in touch with 
the council to receive their prize, 

a £50 voucher for Beverley Pine, 
Oak and Interiors donated by 
store owner, Tony Sturdy.

Councillor Stephen Parnaby 
OBE, leader of the council, said: 
“Minster Way will provide a 
long awaited and valuable access 
route to Beverley, allowing traffi c 
to bypass the town centre. 

“It will be key to reducing 
congestion in the town and the 
number of vehicles on roads such 
as Keldgate.”

Nigel Leighton, director of 
environment and neighbourhood 
services, said: “I would like to 
thank all the participants for 
submitting an interesting range of 
proposals. It made the selection 
of the winner very diffi cult. 

“One of the key priorities for 
the scheme is to remove traffi c 
and congestion from the town 
centre and protect historical 
buildings such as the Minster. 
Keldgate will be one of the 
benefactors from the creation of 
the new relief road and Beverley’s 
historical linkage with the 
Minster infl uenced the winning 
selection.”

Work is scheduled to start on 
Minster Way in early 2011, with 
completion in 2013

Keeping people active
F or Jean Denton the local 

community bus service is 
vital. Every week it takes 

her, and as many as 13 others 
living in and around Hornsea, 
on shopping trips to Beverley 
and Driffi eld.

She said:  “The bus is my lifeline. 
If I didn’t get to use it I wouldn’t 
get out at all. Without it I would 
have to move into the middle of 
town because there is no bus service 
at all where I live. I couldn’t even 
get a bus into Hornsea.

“The driver is fantastic. We get 
lots of groceries, pile them up in 
the bus and he brings them into our 
homes.  I couldn’t live without it.”

Despite an investment by bus 

operators over the years to provide 
modern low-fl oor buses on most 
core routes, there are areas where 
fi xed route bus services are not the 
answer or not commercially viable.

The East Riding Local Strategic 
Partnership (LSP), which brings 
together public, private, voluntary 
and community organisations, 
has set a target in its Local Area 
Agreement to provide good access 
for residents to services and 
employment.

The community transport service 
Mrs Denton uses – organised by 
Holderness Area Rural Transport 
(Hart) – is one of several subsidised 
by East Riding of Yorkshire 
Council to maintain a network for 
vulnerable people.

Traditionally, accessibility has 

been measured primarily in terms 
of distance. For those unable to 
walk half a mile, the services they 
need might as well be 20 miles 
away.  

The issues are the same for 
anyone, whether they live in a city, 
a market town, a village or a remote 
hamlet.

To tackle this, the community 
transport partnership has been 
set up to ensure all residents have 
fair access to essential services, 
including health and social care, 
education and training, banking, 
shops, and leisure activities.

While the level of service varies 
between groups, in each case 
extra routes have been provided 
in exchange for fi nancial help to 
purchase buses.

Transport links help residents and businesses

Since April this year there 
have already been 966 
journeys offered to people 
using community transport.
This compares with 2847 
journeys in the year between 
2008-9 and 2631 during 
2007-8.
The number of vehicles 
providing community 
transport has also grown, 
from 14 in April 2008 to 17 
in April 2009.  A further four 
vehicles will be added by 
April 2010.

C hildren, parents and 
teachers throughout 
the East Riding 

will benefi t as every local 
secondary school has now 
achieved specialist status.

The Market Weighton School 
recently qualifi ed as a specialist 
college and Phil Tibbetts, the 

school’s headteacher, is delighted 
with the achievement.

He said: “This is a major 
boost for the school and gives 
us a specifi c focus on maths and 
computers – one of the specialisms 
that has a great deal of kudos, 
especially with the Government’s 
focus on English and maths at 
GCSE.

“This will mean we get central 
funding to improve staffi ng

East Riding schools earn extra funding to extend facilities

NHS East Riding of Yorkshire is offering 
further courses of HPV vaccine from 
September 2009.

There are many types of Human Papilloma 
Virus (HPV) and the vaccine protects 
against the two types that cause most cases 
(over 70 per cent) of cervical cancer. It 
is important that girls are aware that the 
vaccine does not protect against all types 
of HPV and that they will still need to have 

cervical screening (the smear test). The HPV 
is given as a course of three injections over 
six months.

Girls aged 13 to 18, born between 
01/09/91 – 31/08/95 are eligible.

Girls who are still in school will be 
offered appointments at their school. Girls 
going into year nine should have had their 
vaccinations in the last school year.

Community clinics have been arranged 

in the East Riding Colleges and at Bishop 
Burton College for students enrolled there.  

Community clinics have also been 
arranged for girls educated at home, 
working or claiming unemployment benefi ts.

A s students throughout 
the East Riding 
celebrated their 

GCSE and A level results, 
one school in particular 
demonstrated how hard work 
pays off with a jump in its 
pass rates.

At Headlands School and 
Community Science College, 
Bridlington, the number of pupils 
achieving fi ve or more GCSEs at 
grades A* to C increased by fi ve 
per cent.

The number of pupils with fi ve 

or more GCSE passes also rose by 
three per cent.

At A level the school saw 29 
per cent of its pupils achieve A or 
B grades while the pass rate rose 
four points to 98 per cent, which 
is above the national average.

Councillor Penny Peacock, 
portfolio holder for children, 
young people and schools, said: 
“I would like to congratulate 
everyone at Headlands for all 
their hard work, which has helped 
to produce these positive results.  
I am so pleased to see that 94 per 
cent of pupils are staying engaged 
long enough to complete their 
GCSEs and receive these sorts of 
marks.

As well as being offered the 
chance to read physics at Durham, 
James passed an audition for the 
prestigious London Contemporary 
Dance School, where he has 
accepted his place.
